The Effectiveness of Logo Therapy in Developing the Level

Abstract:

The present study aimed at identifying the effectiveness of
the mentoring program in the sense of developing the level of
spiritual intelligence and the level of psychological flow of the
gifted academically and mentally. The sample consisted of 2§
students who were academically and intellectually gifted at the
university level in Al-Arish University in Al-Arish in North Sinai
(second grade, Third and fourth grade), aged 19-22 years;
equally divided into two equal groups, one experimental and the
other control. The group that underwent treatment consists of
(14) students academically and intellectually gifted (19— 22)
years with an average age (20.95) and a standard deviation of
0.78 and continuity of this status in the follow—-up phase.

They were applied to the tools of the study of the
measure of the spiritual intelligence of the gifted academically
and mentally (prepared by the researcher), the psychological
